This is our best result ever, surpassing our previous best of 10 th in NSW (out 
of all schools).

Class of 2009 on their truly exceptional and spectacular performance in ALL 
aspects of the curriculum in the HSC Examinations.  

      

They have clearly benefited from an outstanding foundation in the Primary 
School and Middle School allowing them to perform at these levels in the 
Senior School 
 
Highlights of our 66 graduating student’s results include: 
 

¶ 43.3% of all scripts written (154 out of  356) scored 90% or above 

(Band 6) placing us 7th in the State out of all schools in NSW! 

¶ Twelve Reddam students (18.3% of our candidature) were listed as 

“NSW Top All-Rounders” 

7th IN THE STATE – ALL SCHOOLS IN NSW 



¶ Eleven (40.7% of our candidature) students’ major works were 

nominated for ArtExpress, CallBack, Encore or OnStage. This is 

the first time that Reddam students have been nominated in all four 

categories in the same year. 

¶ Reddam House performed and ranked strongly in all individual 

subjects including: 

         1st in Music 1;  1st in Dance; 2nd in Biology;  5th in Mathematics; 10th in  
         Advanced English; 8th in all Mathematics courses combined; 11th in all  
         English courses combined 
 

¶ An average over 85% was achieved in 14 subjects offered at Reddam 

House. 

¶ An average of over 90% was achieved in English Extension 1, Music 1 

and Mathematics Extension 1 

¶ Joshua Krook was placed 5th in Legal Studies. 

¶ Sixty one students (80.3% of our candidature) were listed on the 

“Board of Studies HSC Distinguished Achiever’s Honours Roll” 

¶ 61.7% of our students were paced in the top 10% of the State with an 

ATAR of 90 or higher. 

¶ 31.2% of our students were placed in the top 5% of the State with an 

ATAR of 95 or higher. 

¶ 10.7% of our students were placed in the top 1% of the State with an 

ATAR of 99 or higher.

Individual Subject Excellence 
 
The students performed well in all subject areas across the curriculum. Highlights 
included: 
 

¶ 100% of all Music 1 students achieved Band 6 placing Reddam 1 st in 

NSW 

¶ 60% of all Dance students achieved Band 6 placing Reddam 1st in 

NSW. 

¶ 59% of Biology students achieved Band 6 placing Reddam 2nd in 

NSW. 

¶ 57% of Mathematics 2 Unit students achieved Band 6 placing Reddam 

5th in NSW.   

¶ 47% of Advanced English students achieved Band 6 placing Reddam 

10th in NSW 

¶ 54% of our students in all the Mathematics courses combined 

(including General Mathematics, Mathematics, Extension 1 and 

Extension 2) achieved Band 6 placing Reddam 8 th in NSW! 

¶ 40% of our students in all the English courses combined (including 

ESL, Standard English, Advanced English, Extension1 and Extension 

2) achieved Band 6 placing Reddam 11th in NSW! 

¶ 100% of students in all Extension courses offered achieved in the top 

2 bands, performing in the top 20% of the State.
